Burnett Respite Service Inc. is a community organisation formed in 1994 to provide regular respite to people with a disability aged from birth to 65 years when accessing the service. This care is provided to offer relief from stress for carers and to provide a break for people with disabilities.

It is a non-profit organisation managed by a Board of Management of at least five people comprising of:

· President

· Vice President

· Secretary

· Treasurer

· Other Committee members as elected from time to time.

Board of Management meets on a quarterly basis on the second Tuesday of the month, at a time and place chosen by the current committee. 

Our Commitment to our Stakeholders

People with disabilities and children are among the most vulnerable of all in our community in relation to abuse, assault and neglect.

This organisation has a clear obligation to ensure that all people in our community especially people with a disability and children, have their rights met as equal members of society. These rights include the rights to feel safe and live in an environment free from abuse, assault, neglect and exploitation.

Philosophy
Burnett Respite Service Inc. accept as true that:

· as far as possible, normal routine in respect to education, vocational and recreational pursuits and therapy sessions will be continued;

· participation in the local community through physical and social integration will be encouraged in order that opportunities are provided for guests to reach goals appropriate to their age, needs and desires;

· the guest and his/her advocate shall have a say in the management of the service and an appropriate avenue for the airing and resolution of grievances shall be provided;

· the community has the right to accountable and responsive services.

Outcomes
The outcomes pursued by Burnett Respite Service Inc. are:

· that all people with a disability reach their full potential;

· that all people with a disability are supported in their life choices;

· that the Service operates in an effective, efficient and accountable manner.

Principles & Objectives – Disability Services Act
· People with disabilities are individuals who have the inherent right to respect for their human worth and dignity;

· People with disabilities, whatever the origin, nature, type and degree of disability, have the same fundamental rights as all members of Australian society;

· Every person with a disability has the same rights as other members of Australian society to realise his/her individual capacity for physical, social, emotional and intellectual development

· People with disabilities have the same right as other members of Australian society to services which support their attaining an acceptable quality of life;

· People with disabilities have the same right as other members of Australian society to the least restrictive alternative in the service they receive; and

· People with disabilities have the same right of pursuit of any grievance as have other members of Australian society in relation to the services they receive.

In developing a statement of mission, vision, and strategic service priorities, the organisation has identified the four basic values and beliefs given below:

Choice:

· All people with disabilities have choices, which are to be respected and honoured. 

· All people regardless of their disabilities are entitled to freedom of choice in the pursuit of an appropriate and attainable level of independence, self-reliance, and participation in community life.

· There will be recognition of the strong contributions provided by immediate and extended families in the development and support of clients and community services.
